The Skating Club of North Carolina congratulates club member Erynn Komes on her 1st
place finish at the 2005 Cherry Blossom figure skating competition hosted by The
Capitol City Council in Alexandria, Virginia. The prestigious event was held from April
28 through May 1 and featured many top figure skaters from around the country.

Raised in Raleigh, North Carolina, and trained by her coach, Ann Morton-Tice, 12-year-
old Erynn competed against skaters representing skating clubs from 9 different Mid-
Western and Southern states. Success came early when Erynn won her initial round, in
part, by landing two double axel jumps. This was the first time she had accomplished this
very difficult element within her routine in open competition.

“l was surprised | won the initial round. It was really close, because we all had mistakes”
notes Komes. But just one day later, her 2 ¥ hours-per-day training schedule paid off as
she performed the routine of her dreams at the finals. Skating to Sing, Sing, Sing, Erynn
completed all of her jump, spin, and footwork elements almost without flaw. The judges
awarded her with 6 out of 9 first place ordinals; easily putting her in 1% place and overall
2005 Juvenile Girls Champion.

Erynn’s biggest challenge was to simply pace herself and not get overly tired. When
asked what she is most proud of from this experience, Erynn replied, “I am most proud of
not holding back and having fun with my program.”
